Athletics Code of Conduct
All schools are members of local School Athletic Associations which are operated by school volunteers within the regulations established by BC SCHOOL SPORTS and the Lower Vancouver Island Secondary Schools Athletic Association (L.V.I.S.S.A.A.). It is our hope that all students can enjoy the privilege of participating in inter-school sport competition. 
EXPECTATIONS for Student-Athletes:
Being a member of a school team is an honour and a privilege. Players have responsibilities to both the team and to the school. School athletics are an extension of the classroom, and carry the same moral and legislative obligations for coaches, athletes and spectators.
Players are expected to:
-	 Treat opponents, teammates, officials, coaches, and spectators with respect
-	 Play hard, but within the rules
-	 Exercise self control at all times
-	 Respect the decision of the officials without gesture or argument
-	 Win with humility, lose with dignity
-	 Show that it is a privilege to represent their school and community
-	 Recognize and applaud honestly and wholeheartedly the efforts of teammates or opponents regardless of colour, creed or race.
-	Adhere to the school’s Code of Conduct
Lastly, at Spectrum it is expected that student-athletes will put forth the same efforts in the classroom as they would do for their team(s) on the sidelines and/or fields. Conduct, attendance, assignments, and efforts are to be of the student’s best ability. Failure to do so may jeopardize the student-athlete’s ability to be a part of the team(s) daily or season competition.  If at any time a student is falling behind, the school has the right to restrict that student from competing in school sports. Obviously, we do not want to see this happen. Therefore, if the student knows that they may be missing an important class(es), they will need to make arrangements with the teacher(s) to get this information or arrange a time to make it up. If a student puts themselves in poor standing due to one or cumulative incidents they may be removed from a previously planned trip whether or not payment has been made. Prior payment(s) does not excuse the incident and allow for the student to travel without possible consequence.
Spectators will be expected to behave in a positive, courteous manner as guests of the host school. 
Coaches coach, Players play, and spectators CHEER and support!


As a parent/guardian, I will ensure that a family conversation occurs regarding the expectations outlined in the Codes of Conduct. As a spectator, I will ensure I, and other members of my family, behave in a positive, courteous manner as guests of the host school.
